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In accordance with Article III
GENERAL PROVISIONS
Section 3.12
Outdoor Storage in Residential District:

1. The storage of tents, travel trailers, utility trailers, recreation vehicles, and similar items shall not be

permitted within the required front yard.

[\

No storage shall be permitted closer than five (5’) feet to any dwelling unit, nor closer than three (3’)
feet to any side lot line.
3. Semi-trailers, over-the-road commercial haulers, gravel trains, and similar vehicles licensed for 20,000
pounds or more gross vehicle weight (GVW) are not permitted to be parked or stored in any residential
districts except in a completely closed building, said building subject to size limitations set forth in this
Ordinance.
4. Licensed motor homes shall not be stored or parked in the required front yard for a period exceeding

twenty-four (24) hours.
